Sketchbook, papers and drawing utensils

Bring whatever works best for you, keeping in mind that our 
sketching boards are 45x60cm/18x23”.

✚ A sketchbook is a MUST.

✚ Bring some assorted papers too, if you want.

✚ Basic drawing and writing tools: pencils, charcoal, pens, 
erasers, inks, sharpening blades, etc.

✚ Don’t forget the clips and masking tape!

Drawing
stuff



Use lightweight, pre-primed surfaces: paper or canvas works best 
Boards are fine, but they are heavier to carry.

How many to bring:

✚ Standard:  Bring about 24 surfaces.

✚ If you paint a lot (doing almost every challenge with paint): 
Bring up to 36 surfaces.

✚ If you mostly draw:  24 is enough, and you can even bring 
fewer painting surfaces.

Highly recommended surfaces

✚ A3 oil/acrylic paper pads: They’re the best option—light, 
easy to carry, you can cut them to size and use both sides.

✚ Primed canvas: Bring a roll if you want. You can cut it into 
any size you like. We have boards to hold the pieces. Our boards 
are 45×60 cm (18×23”).

Just in case…

Bring one extra oil/acrylic painting pad with 10–12 sheets. It’s for 
when you end up painting more than you thought.

Preferred Medium

Oil paint is highly recommended because it’s the most versatile.

Acrylic and gouache are welcome, but oil paint will work best for 
most challenges.

Colors

Bring at least six colors. We don’t require a specific palette — bring 
your own. For versatility: include primaries plus the colors you like 
best.

Mediums

If you use mediums, bring your own Cold-pressed linseed oil, 
Refined linseed oil, Liquin, or whatever you prefer.

In addition, you will need

✚ Palette -wooden or disposable- (mandatory)

✚ A dipper with a lid  (recommended, not mandatory)

✚ Latex gloves (not mandatory)

Brushes

✚ As far as brushes, a healthy variety is best! Soft and hard 
bristles (be it natural or synthetic) of different shapes (flats, 
filberts, rounds) and various sizes!

✚ Bring palette knives as well.

October weather in Menorca is all over the place. We suggest 
packing a raincoat, a hat, some sunscreen, and bug repellent.

✚  Raincoat

✚  Hat

✚ Sunscreen

✚ Bug repellent

✚ Photo Camera: you'll want to take photos, but you won't 
have your phone on you. Not to be used to document the event. 
NO SPOILERS!

✚ Watch (NOT smartwatch): To check the time since you 
won’t have your phone.

✚ Painting tools: Bring any extra tools you like — rollers, 
spatulas, sponges, etc.

✚ Documents – Bring ID or passport, credit card, and some cash 
(in euros).

✚ Materials – Bring everything you need for painting. Menorca 
has only a couple of art shops, and they may not have what you 
need.

✚ No phones – Phones stay at the hotel — strictly no exceptions.

✚ Hotel (with or without breakfast) – Stay near Calesfonts pier. 
We’ll give you good hotel options at fair prices.

✚ Outdoor activities –  Pack comfortable shoes, layers, and a 
raincoat for outdoor sessions.

Anything else?

✚ Allergies – Tell us about any allergies or severe intolerances in 
advance so our cook can prepare alternatives.

✚ We cannot handle personal food preferences — only 
medical needs.
