Connections

Aftermarket Radio Harness
1.Connect Pin 6 (BLACK) of the Steering Wheel Controller harness to the BLACK ground wire of the aftermarket
radio.
2.Connect Pin 4 (Green/ wire) of the Steering Wheel Controller harness to Pin 6 of the Steering Wheel
Controller harness and the Black ground wire of the aftermarket radio.
3.Connect Pin 12 of the Steering Wheel Controller to the RED accessory wire of the aftermarket radio.
