The instructions below will guide you through installation of the Steering Wheel Controller in your vehicle.

Connections

Aftermarket Radio Harness
1.Connect Pin 6 (Black wire) of the Steering Wheel Controller harness to the Black ground wire of the
aftermarket radio.
2.(IMPORTANT) Connect Pin 32 (Brown wire) of the vehicle's radio harness to Pin 6 of the Steering Wheel
Controller harness and the Black ground wire of the aftermarket radio.
3.Connect Pin 12 of the Steering Wheel Controller to the Red accessory wire of the aftermarket radio.
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Vehicle Connection(s) to Factory Harness
1.Connect Pin 4 of the Steering Wheel Controller
(Green/ wire) to the wire in Pin 30 of the vehicle's
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radio harness.
2.Connect Pin 8 of the Steering Wheel Controller (Black/Green
wire) to the wire in Pin 31 of the vehicle's radio harness.
