The instructions below will guide you through installation of the Steering Wheel Controller in your vehicle.

Connections

Aftermarket Radio Harness
1.Connect Pin 6 of the Steering Wheel Controller harness to the BLACK ground wire of the aftermarket
radio.
2.Connect Pin 12 of the Steering Wheel Controller to the RED accessory wire of the aftermarket radio.

SWC 3.5 Jack Connections

For radios with a 3.5mm port located on the rear, plug the male
3.5mm jack directly into the back of the radio.

1.Connect the 3.5mm Jack to the SWC (Steering Wheel Control)
input on the back of the radio.

Kenwood/JVC Radios with Single SWC wire

1.Connecting the Blue/ wire labeled Steering Wheel
Remote Input to the Brown wire of the female 3.5mm jack.
2.Plug in the male 3.5mm jack into the female 3.5mm jack.
