6 (Black wire), Pin 2 (White/Green wire), Pin 4 (Green/ wire), Pin 5 (Gray/Red wire), Pin 8
(Black/Green wire), Pin 11 (Gray/Blue wire)
2.Connect Pin 12 of the Steering Wheel Controller to the Red accessory wire of the aftermarket radio.
