Burjnama

The Burjnama, (lit. ‘Zodiacal Sign Book’, Pers. axtar-namag®),
is a small metrical composition in Persian. This form of elections
(“hemerologies™) describes what the first appearance of the new
<light of> the moon portends in each sign of the zodiac. In the
Persian Rivayats it immediately follows the Marnama.*
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In the book of Ahmad on astrology we find chapters about
decisions during the appearance of the new moon in each sign of
the zodiac and in each lunar mansion.® Here is its first chapter:
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
