According to the Constitution of the United States, our
government is made up of three branches: executive, legislative
and judicial branches.  As head of the executive branch the
President must work with the other two branches
of the government. The legislative branch consists of the Senate and House of

Representatives. The judicial branch is headed by the Supreme Court. All three
branches must work together to uphold the Constitution of the United States. 
In addition, the President works with many other advisors and experts who

provide information and support. 

For example, to decrease crime in American cities,
the President would call together the attorney general 
and other advisors to study the problem.

These people would then contract other experts, such
as law enforcement agencies from each state, for information
and recommendations.  After all of the information 

has been compiled, the President would make recommendations
to the legislative branch.  At this point the legislative branch may      

enact a new law to decrease crime in American cities.
